ARTICLE T
NAUE AND OBJECTS

The name of this Association shall be the Rochester
VHE Group (hereafter also referred to as the Group
Of RVHFG). Its objects shall be to uphold and
promote continued interest and activity on the VAP
and URF (50 MHz and higher) amateur radio bands as
assigned by the Federal Communications Commission
of ‘tne United States of America; recognition and
advancement of the amateur radio service to the
public as a voluntary noncommercial communication
service; to continue and extend the radio amateur's
proven ability to contribute to the advancement of
Ehe radio art; to encourage and improve the amateur
radio service for the advancement  in  the
communications and technical phases of the art; to
increase and enhance the knowlege of amateur radio
operators, technicians and electronics experts; and
o continue and extend the radio amateur's unique
ability to enhance good will among all  radio
amateurs in the United States, Canada and
internationally through satellite, moon bounce,
meteor scatter and other advanced communications
techniques.

ARTICLE TT
MEMBERSHTP

All persons interested in amateur radio activity
above 50 Mz are eligible Ffor  membership.
Heabership shall be by application and by terms as
specified in the Bylaws.

Any member may at any time file his/her resignation
in writing with the Secretary and it shall become
eEfective as of the date it is received by the
Secretary.

ARTICLE 11T
EETINGS

There shall be an annual meeting of the Rochester
VP Group as determined by the Bylaws.

At each annual meeting, the members shall elect, by
secret written ballot, a Chairman, Vice-Chairman,
Secretary, Treasurer and one Director. Election of
officers 'shall be decided by a majority of those
present at the annual meeting. If fore than two
persons run for office, election shall be by a
plurality of the votes cast.
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Elrst day of July following the annual meeting and
expire on the following June 30th. If an officer,
other than the Chairman, shall resign, his office
shall be deemed vacant. IE the Chairman shall
resign, then the Vice-Chairman will automatically
become’ the Chairman. An election will be held at
the next regular meeting to £ill the vacancy. The
newly elected officer will serve only until the
Eollowing June 30th.

One Director shall be elected at the annual meeting
to serve on the Board of Directors. Each Director
shall serve for two years. Only one Director shall
be elected at each annual meeting, in order to
provide carry-over experience for the incoming
administration.

ARTICLE TV
DUTIES OF OFFICERS AND HOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Chairman shall preside at all meetings of the
Group and conduct same according to the rules
established by this Constitution and the Bylaws.
The Chairman shall sign all official documents
executed by the RVAFG and shall exercise all
customary executive duties pertaining to the office
Of the Chairman. The Chairman may appoint
committees, as required, for periods of up to one
year.

The Vice-Chairman shall assist the Chairman in the
exercise of the duties, and shall assume the uties
Of Chairman in his/her absence.

The Secretary shall keep records of all proceedings
at all meetings. The Secretary shall see that a
Toll of the paid-up members is kept and shall
handle all correspondence associated with the
RVHFG.

The Treasurer shall receive all monies and other
assets due the Group and shall keep an accurate
account of all receipts and disbursements. The
Treasurer shall sign all checks, drafts and
vouchers and shall submit an itemized Einancial
repoct to the membership at regular intervals.

The Directors shall have such duties as specified
in Acticle .
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ARTICLE v
BORRD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors (also known as the Board)
shall be the governing body of the RVHEG. The Board
shall consist of the Chaitman, Vice-Chairman,
Sectetary, Treasurer, Past-Chairman and . two
Directors. A minimum of four Board members shall
constitute a quorun.

The duties of the Board of Directors shall be:

A. To rfacilitate in all possible manners, the
purposes specified in Article 1.

B. To consider all new business of the Group and
prepare it for presentation to the membership when
appropriate.

C. To authorize all expenditures and plan Eiscal
policy, and to do so i a manner that does not
create  indebtedness beyond the assets of the Group.

D. To review all applications for membership in the
RVHEG,

E. o specify the dates, times, and places for all
régular mectings, special meetings and the annual
meeting, and issue proper notice to all members.

F. To receive conmittee reports and recommendations
and to present details of same, along with policies
which it has approved, afecting the activities and
adninistration of the RVAFG.

G. To be responsible for any assets belonging  to
the RVHFG, and to accept any donations on behalf of
the RVHFG.

H. To make known to the members of the Group, the
dates and times of all Board meetings, and
encourage members to attend and provide input to
Board proceedings.

ArTICLE VI
NOMINATION OF OFFICERS

The Chairman shall appoint a nominating committee
Of at least three (3) persons to make, promptly
annnounce and  publish  their nomifation  for
Chairman, Vice-Chalrman, Secretary, Treasurer and
Director. The names of those nominated shall be
published in the notice of the annual meeting.
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ARTICLE VI (cont'd)

Other nominations may be made from the membership
at the annual meeting.

All  nominations must be consented to by the
nominees.

To be eligible for nomination to an office of the
Group, a member shall be the holder of a valid
Amateur Radio Operator's License, as issued by the
Federal Comnunications Commission.

ARTICLE VID
ADOPTION AND AHENDMENT OF BYLANS

Bylaws may be adopted, amended or rescinded at any
annual meeting of the Group by a majority vote of
the members present at the annual meeting provided
that notice of the proposed action be filed with
the Secretary on time to be published at least 30
days before the meeting.

Unless otherwise provided, an Amendment to the
Bylaws shall become effective at the adjournment of
the annual meeting at which the same is adopted.
Each Amendment 1is to contain the date on which it
is approved.

ARTICLE vIIT
AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION

This Constitution may be amended by the atfirmative
vote Of 3/4 of 'the members present at an annual
meeting, provided that notice of the proposed
Amendnent be filed with the Secretary on time to be
published at least 30 days before the meeting at
“hich such action is proposed to be taken.

Unless otherwise provided, an Amendment to the
Constitution shall becomé effective at the
adjournment of the annual meeting at which the same
is adopted. Each Amendment shall contain the date
on which it is approved.

A quorua to conduct business at an annual meeting
shall consist of 10% of the members whose dues are
paid-up.

No proxies shall be honored at an annual meeting.
